Who are The Thomas Center  
Associates, Inc?

 In 1906, when William Reuben 
Thomas began construction on his 
new home,” Sunkist Villa”, in East 
Gainesville, it’s doubtful that he had 
any idea that this spacious residence 
would eventually become the crown 
jewel of Gainesville’s Historic District.  
The story of the Thomas home has 
been told and retold over many years 
as it morphed from a private resi-
dence to a hotel, then to a junior col-
lege and finally to offices for the City 
of Gainesville and home to the city’s 
Department of Recreation and Cultur-
al affairs when it became known as 
The Center for the Arts. 

 In the late 1970’s, several 
Gainesville organizations played im-
portant roles in assuring the contin-
ued existence of the Thomas Center 
and its rehabilitation to create the 
cultural center we all know today. 
These groups worked diligently to 
assure that the building would not 
only be saved and rehabilitated, but 
would be restored to the period of 
time in which it prospered.  In 1979, a 
group of concerned citizens, many 
from some of the organizations al-
ready involved in the rehabilitation, 
established a nonprofit group to con-
tinue to raise funds for the benefit of 
the Thomas Center. This group be-
came known as the Thomas Center

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Our Friendly Neighborhood Anoles 

 by  Charles Covell 
 In our yards – and sometimes in 
our houses – we have two small liz-
ards:  the Carolina (or Green) Anole 
(Anolis carolinensis) and the Cuban 
Brown Anole (Anolis sagrei).   The first 
is native to North America – our only 
native anole.  The Cuban Brown Anole 
is endemic to Cuba and the Bahamas 
and has been in Florida since the late 
1800’s (Keys) but in the Gainesville 

area since the early 1980’s.  Since be-
coming established in Florida it has 
apparently out-competed the Green 
Anole to the extent that the latter is 
seen more rarely and is usually found 
up off the ground in trees and shrubs.  
The Cuban Anole generally commands 
the ground.  Both species are harmless 
to humans.  Their bites when handled 
are not painful (though one should 
wash hands after handling because 
they may transmit Salmonella).  These 
animals are sometimes kept as 
pets, though that is not recom-
mended.  They should be left 
outdoors where they eat in-
sects, spiders and other arthro-
pods, thus providing a small 
degree of natural pest control. 
 Anoles of both species are 
about 4 to 8 inches long.  The 
Green Anole is often mistakenly 
called a chameleon because it 

can change color from green to brown 
and back again.  Its brown form is not 
striped.  Shown here is the green form 
(a male displaying his bright red dew-
lap).  True chameleons are related, but 
are native to Africa.  Anoles are more 
closely related to iguanas.  The Cuban 
Brown anole is striped, the female 
more obviously so. 
 Anoles are preyed upon by birds, 
snakes and other small predators.  

They have  deciduous tails which 
break off when grabbed in that 
area.  The tail continues to wrig-
gle for a while, distracting the 
predator.  In time the tail will 
grow back.  Males display the 
dewlap to attract females and 
mark territory.  I recently saw 
two males locked in combat, but 
they parted without apparent 
injury. 

 After mating, females lay one or 
two eggs in loose earth and com-
posting organic matter. They can pro-
duce around 10 eggs per breeding sea-
son (generally April to October).  The 
two-inch young hatch after several 
weeks, and are on their own from 
birth. 
 While anoles are a bit of a speedy 
nuisance (especially when they get 
into the house), they are part of the 
price of living here in Florida.

 Artwalk is a free monthly, self
-guided tour of downtown galler-
ies, businesses, and outdoor spac-
es that consists of exciting visual 
art, live performances, and other 
events. It is held downtown on the 
last Friday of every month from 
7:00 to 10:00 PM, except Novem-
ber, when it is held on the first 
Friday in December. Artwalk 
showcases local artists, provides 
attractions at downtown business-
es, and is a fun way for community 
members and visitors to learn 
about local artists and see their art 
first hand. 
 You can obtain free maps at 
the Artwalk booth at the Bo Did-
dley Community Plaza that shows 
the businesses and the artists who 
will be featured that night. The 
maps will also be available at any 
site where an artist is stationed. 
 Be sure to mark the last Fri-
day of the month on your calen-
dars now so you will not forget the 
one day of each month when Art-
walk is held. To learn more about 
the latest news on Artwalk please 
check their Facebook page. 
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Depot Park 
 
 A great asset to downtown Gaines-
ville opened to the public on August 20 
when the new $5.9 million dollar 32 acre 
Depot Park had its official grand open-
ing. People who have children will not 
want to miss taking them to the play-
ground at Depot Park. A visit there will 
be long remembered by both parents 
and children. This attraction, which is 
going to draw families from all over 
Gainesville, is just six blocks south of the 
south edge of the Duckpond neighbor-
hood. 
 The Community Redevelopment 
Agency spent $1.5 million on the chil-
dren’s playground alone, and what 
makes it unique is that it is based in the 
history of Gainesville. For example, the 
climbable 14-foot tall smokestack is 
modeled after the real smokestack that 
used to be located at GRU’s Kelly Power 
Plant one block away. The original 
smokestack was demolished when it was 
100 years old a few years ago, but its 
memory lives on at the playground. 
 Gainesville was founded due to the 
railroad coming through this area, and 
there is a a 50-foot train for children to 
play on just east of the historic train de-
pot built in the 1890s with an addition in 
1909 and newly restored. Other play-
ground attractions are fifteen swings, 
four slides, three climbable domes, and 
three log benches. A splash zone with 
numerous water jets will allow children 
to enjoy even the hottest Gainesville 
summer days. 
 Parking can sometimes be a prob-
lem due to the popularity of the play-
ground, particularly on the weekend, so 
it is best to try walking or biking there 
from our neighborhood. This is one 
Gainesville attraction that is free and 
very child friendly, so if you know people 
who have children be sure to visit Depot 
Park with them. They will love it, and will 
envy you for living so close to this multi-
million dollar park.

 Over the summer, the City of 
Gainesville’s Department of Parks, Recre-
ation and Cultural Affairs began the first 
full restoration of the historic Thomas 
Center’s fountain.  Using an RFP process, 
the City acquired multiple proposals for 
the project.  Each potential vendor sug-
gested their own ideas for how to rehabil-
itate the structure.  
 In the end, general contractor BH 
Builders and subcontractor Ewing Water-
proofing worked together to repair the 
lower basin, which had suffered damage 
as a result of land settling over the dec-
ades.  The repair work also included re-
surfacing the entire structure and replac-
ing all the mechanisms in the under-
ground vault with modern, more efficient 

materials.  Two sections of original galva-
nized pipe had corroded from the outside 
in, resulting in holes in the pipe.  These 
sections were replaced with pvc pipe, 
which was intended to allow the four fac-
es in the center to spray water again for 
the first time in over a decade.   
 Facilities Coordinator, Erica Chat-
man, was able to pay for the restoration 
out of capital improvement funds.  While 
an exact date of origin for the fountain is 
not known, the oldest photograph of the 
fountain is dated 1933.  This seems to 
support the theory that the fountain was 
added around the time that the property 
transitioned from the Thomas family’s 
private home into the renowned Hotel 
Thomas in 1928.  

Thomas Center Fountain Update 
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The Good, the Bad, and the BREAD 

Angel wing syndrome is one condition 
birds can develop due to a poor diet 
(especially in young birds).  

 Many of you enjoy an evening 
stroll to the neighborhood duck pond 
on NE Blvd in the Northeast Historic 
District, perhaps bringing an old loaf 
of bread or stale crackers to feed the 
swans, geese, and ducks.  The swans 
rush over when they see you ap-
proaching, the geese and ducks ap-
pear soon after. They are 
very excited for the treats 
you are about to shower 
around them; like children at 
a parade chasing after hand-
fuls of candy.  But what you 
may not realize is that feed-
ing bread can be very harm-
ful to the birds and also bad 
for the pond.  There are nu-
merous reasons not to feed 
bread (or crackers or pop-
corn…) to the swans, geese, and 
ducks. 
 Bread is NOT nutritious for birds: 
It’s essentially junk food.  Just like hu-
mans would suffer from a diet of noth-
ing but candy, too much bread for 
birds can lead to malnutrition, exces-
sive weigh gain, and other health 
problems.  The balance of fiber, fats, 
micronutrients, carbohydrates and 
protein in bread (and other ‘human’ 
foods composed mostly of carbs) is 
nothing like a bird's natural diet 
(which includes leaves, seeds, inverte-
brates, and aquatic plants).  Yes, a tiny 
bit junk food every once in a while 
isn’t so bad, but multiplied by numer-
ous well-intentioned pond visitors per 
day, this ‘junk food’ can quickly be-
come the birds primary diet.  Similar 
to if everyone walking by your house 
gave your kids some candy, they prob-
ably wouldn’t have any appetite left 
for dinner. 
 Bread can cause illness and dis-
ease: Not only is bread not nutritious 
for the birds, but it can actually make 
them sick.  If pieces of bread are too 

large, it can cause blockages in their 
digestive tract.  If the bread is not di-
gested properly, it can ferment and 
cause secondary yeast infections.  It is 
a misconception that moldy bread is 
OK for birds, it’s not! Just like humans, 
mold and fungus can make them sick.  
Moldy bread has been known to cause 

a fatal lung disease (aspergillosis) in 
birds.  Even if you are using fresh 
bread, any extra bread that remains 
may sit in or near the pond and grow 
mold. 
 Bread is bad for the pond: When 
bread is thrown into the pond, either 
1) the swans, geese, and ducks eat it, 
or 2) it remains uneaten in the pond.  
Both are bad for the pond!  When the 
birds eat junk food they will defecate 
more than usual; bird feces have po-
tentially harmful bacteria, responsible 
for a number of bird-related diseases 
such as avian botulism, which is a 
form of avian food poisoning.   When 
food is left in the water, it promotes 

the growth of algae and bacteria, 
which can lead to degradation of wa-
ter quality and changes in plant com-
position.  Other animals in the pond 
can also be negatively impacted by 
eating bread remains and by changes 
in the pond ecosystem.  
 What IS good for the birds?  The 

Duckpond Neighborhood 
Association provides 
healthy pellet food appro-
priate for the dietary 
needs of swans, geese, 
and ducks in the pond.  
The food is located in a 
silver bin at the SE corner 
of the pond.  This is the 
ideal food to give the 
birds in the pond! Not 
only is it nutritious, but it 

will float so the birds can eat it. ONLY 
FEED THE BIRDS WHAT THEY CAN EAT 
IN A SHORT TIME.  Just give them a 
few pellets at a time, it’s also more 
fun! If you throw an excess amount of 
food into the pond, it will eventually 
sink and pollute the pond.  If you visit 
another pond that does not provide 
food, some other alternatives are 
leafy greens, defrosted peas, oats, 
seeds, or halved grapes. However, do 
not throw food into the pond if it will 
sink to the bottom; this will pollute 
the pond.  
 So, use that stale bread for bread 
pudding or croutons, or put it in your 
compost, or just buy less bread!  Re-
member, you are not the only one 
feeding the swans, geese, and ducks. 
We don’t want to make them sick, or 
degrade the water quality of the pond 
by feeding them junk food.  If you are 
feeding the birds, you probably like 
them, and if you like them, then do 
your best to take care of them and the 
pond!

Shade in Urban Neighborhoods

 The City of Gainesville Parks, 
Recreation and Cultural Affairs De-
partmentôs (PRCA) Vision 2020 Mas-
ter Plan calls for facility improvements 
at all neighborhood parks in the com-
munity like Roper Park. The depart-
mentôs Shade in Urban Neighborhoods 
(SUN) initiative consists of adding 
shade structures to childrenôs play are-
as at local parks. Over exposure to sun 
and heat related illness in children has 
long been a concern for PRCA staff 
and the community. You probably are 
already aware that the number of heat 
related illnesses and skin cancers have 
increased dramatically over the past 
several years.  According to the Ameri-
can Academy of Dermatology, every-
one is at risk for skin cancer. Re-
searchers estimate that 5.4 million cas-
es of non-melanoma skin cancer, in-
cluding basal cell carcinoma and squa-
mous cell carcinoma, were diagnosed 
in 3.3 million people in the United 
States in 2012.  
 The Roper Park Shade Structure 

Campaign launched in early 2016 to 

help raise funds to support a shade can-

opy over the childrenôs play area. We 

need your help to bring shade to the 

childrenôs area of the park to eliminate 

overexposure to harmful sun rays. Our 

childrenôs future health canôt wait till 

the Master Plan is funded so we are 

asking you to help make this project a 

reality. To date $125 has been contrib-

uted by Duckpond neighbors to sup-

port the campaign. The estimated cost 

of the shade structure for the small 

childrenôs area is approximately 

$35,000 and the older childrenôs area is 

around $26,000. If you or your busi-
